Ghats, NIT Calicut is located about 22 kilometres north-east of 

Calicut city in the state of Kerala, India. It stretches over a length

of about 1.5 kilometres along the Calicut-Mukkam road, 

extending over an area of approximately 120 hectares. Calicut, 

also known as Kozhikode, located in the Malabar region of Kerala

State, found a place in world history with the discovery of a sea 

route to India in 1498 by the Portuguese navigator Vasco Da Gama. 

Basking in the idyllic se�ng of the Arabian Sea on the west and 

the proud peaks of the Wayanad hills on the east, Calicut is known

for its serene beaches, lush green countryside, historic sites, calm

backwaters, wildlife sanctuaries, rivers and waterfalls.Being a 

fully residen�al ins�tu�on, the campus houses academic buildings, 

research labs, hostels, residences and other ameni�es among

its infrastructure.
